God has blessed us in numerous ways and he has
made us more energetic to radiate his light to his special ones. As we flash back, the centre has
been successful in identifying, educating, training and rehabilitating the intellectually disabled
children and making them self reliant. | thank all our founder trustees, past and present staff
and parents for their hard work and support. | am glad to inform you all that more than 750
students of the centre have been successfully trained and integrated in the main stream of the
society all these years.

As you all are aware, the education system of the country was adversely affected by covid
-19 the pandemic. Our centre was not an exception. We had to close down all the activities
of the centre for about two years. We have started the current academic year with new vigor
and enthusiasm. The staff and students have regained the studiousness they had before the
pandemic.

At present there are 120 students, 18 teachers & 19 non-teaching committed staff.
Students are divided into Pre-Primary, Primary and Secondary Level. Due importance is given
to Computer related education. A separate full fledged Autism Centre is established this year to
train Autistic Children with all the facilities like OT, speech Therapy & Physio Therapy etc.

Importance is also given to impart vocational training such as Candle, Phenol making, book
binding, Tailoring, Flowers, Carry Bag etc. towards our endeavour in making children self reliant.

Along with academic activities, extra-curricular activities, sports etc are also given due
importance. It is heartening to see the children perform so enthusiastically in extra-curricular
activities. This year 4 of our students have been selected to participate in the National Level
coaching camp for selections to participate in the upcoming in International Special Olympics.
22 students have successfully completed their S.S.L.C. exams.

Manasa Rehabilitation and Training
Centre that was established way back in
1997 under the patronage of the Catholic

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MANASA — A JOURNEY OF 25 YEARS

Founder President/Managing Trustee

Manasa Rehabilitation & Training
Centre stands tall today among the
institutions that train and rehabilitate
Intellectually Disabled Children with 111
of them both Day Scholars and Hostelites,
Staff strength of 37, dedicated team of 15
Trustees and Administrators. However, the
beginning was very humble.

In the 90’ state of the intellectually
disabled children in and around Udupi was
pitiable. With no outside support, parents
had to shoulder the responsibility of taking
care of them day and night and they were
finding it very difficult as most of them were
poor. They needed help. At this juncture it
was felt that the society should render a
helping hand in training and rehabilitating
such children so that they can also be part of
mainstream society.

Catholic Sabha Mangalore Pradesh ® a
lay organization of the then united Diocese

- Dr Edward Lobo

of Mangalore (Now both in Mangalore
and Udupi) formed in the year 1979, with
the aim of service, sacrifice and unity was
growing from strength to strength. The
Shirva Regional Committee headed by Dr
Edward Lobo decided to take up the cause
of Intellectually Disabled Children. In a
survey they found that there were more
than 500 such children in and around Udupi
and Mangalore. The leaders of the Catholic
Sabha understood the need for training and
rehabilitating these children. The task was
daunting, yet needed to be taken up.

Around the same time, separate
initiatives were taken at Shankarpura,
Shirva and Belman Parishes to train and
rehabilitate intellectually disabled children.
In august 1991, St John The Evangelist
Church, Shankarpura under the guidance
of Late Fr J. P. Tauro started Manasa Special
School with Dr Edward Lobo as its first
Convener. Soon Catholic Sabha Shirva unit
headed by Late Mr Augustine Gomes as
convener started another school in the same
name with support from the then Parish
Priest of Our Lady of Health Church Shirva.
With the experience gained a similar School
was started at Belman.

For the first time, there was awareness
about the plight of intellectually disabled
children and the need to train and
rehabilitate them. The Schools could
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not accommodate more children as they
had limited infrastructure. Vocational
Training was found necessary to be a part
of the curriculum. There was a need for
establishing a centre which could provide all
the facilities to educate, train and rehabilitate
these children including vocational and job
oriented trainings.

St Mother Theresa was an inspiration
to us to start this project. Her humanitarian
work touched our hearts. Our Trustees had
an opportunity to meet her on 13.08.1995
during her visit to Mangalore. She gave us
the following message. “ Keep the joy of
loving Jesus in your heart and share this joy
with all you meet especially your families-
for where there is love there is peace, joy
and unity. Therefore always pray together.
Let us pray. God bless you™

Though, Late Mr. Augustine Gomes
had promised the land for the Centre, it
could not be obtained due to technical
reasons. But God provided an alternative.
After marathon efforts of nearly 3 years
Government land in Pamboor of Padubelle
Village was acquired. Late Mr Augustine
Gomes came forward to bear the cost of
Land.

In the year 1994, a plan was drawn
to start Manasa Rehabilitation & Training
Centre with an initial cost estimation of
Rs 20 lakhs. A committee, headed by Dr
Edward Lobo was formed to implement the
project. For professional management, a
Trust consisting of 15 prominent members
of Catholic Sabha was formed and registered.
The need of the hour was mobilizing
adequate funds for which the Trustees and

Catholic Sabha members worked day in and
day out. Late Mr Augustine Gomes travelled
to US.A. and Middle East and mobilized
over Rs 10 lakhs which was a sizable amount
then.

The rescuing hand came from
Germany through a true son of the soil,
Rev. Fr Jephrine Monis, a Priest from
Pamboor Parish working in Germany
who was on a visit to his native place
to see his ailing mother. The Managing
Committee members called on him and
explained about the Manasa Project, its
objectives and the need for the financial
support to implement it. Fr Jephrine
Monis readily agreed to support the cause
personally and also institutionally. True to
his word Fr Jephrine took all the troubles
and put in lot of hard work to mobilize
the required funds. As a result we could
provide the required infrastructure and
all the facilities that are required to train
and rehabilitate the intellectually disabled
children. We acknowledge the efforts of Fr
Jephrine in getting funds from Misereror
and Kindermissionwerk of Germany &
other organizations and individual donors
irrespective of his fragile health and remain
grateful to him. The late Most Rev. Dr Basil
D’Souza, the then Bishop of Mangalore and
Most Rev. Dr Gerald Isaac Lobo, The Bishop
of Udupi (The then secretary of C.O.D.P.,
Mangalore Diocese) had also played their
roles effectively in mobilizing funds.

Fr Augustine Mendonca, a Priest
from Shankarpura working in Canada
was instrumental in generating financial
support for the project initially and also



during its continuing phases. He worked
hard in popularizing the project among
his friends and parishioners and mobilized
sizable amount for the cause.

On 14th June, 1995 foundation stone
for the Centre building was laid by late
Most Rev. Dr Basil D’Souza, then Bishop
of Mangalore in a simple but very touching
ceremony. There was lot of excitement
among the Trustees, Catholic Sabha
members and well wishers as their dream
was coming true in near future. The onerous
task of construction was taken up by Mr
Cyril Quadros, one of the Founder Trustees
who completed the building in spite of
financial constraints.

Through the then Bishop of Mangalore,
Holy Spirit Sisters were invited to work for
the Centre. As a mark of our appreciation
for their selfless service, a Convent was
built for them in 30 cents land of the Centre
demarked for the purpose.

Manasa Rehabilitation & Training
Centre was started in June, 1997 and was
officially inaugurated on 14th Nov. 1997.
Initially, there were 30 inmates in the Hostel
and an equal number of Day Scholars.
Apart from basic School training, medical
care for students was also taken up by
providing Speech Therapy, Dental care,
Physio Therapy, Occupational Therapy etc.

As we celebrate our Silver Jubilee we
feel it is our boundant duty to thankall those
who have helped us to start the project, its
development in various phases and the Staff
who helped us to realize our dream. But for
their support and active cooperation the
barren land of Pamboor would not have
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become the sprawling campus of Manasa.

The intellectually disabled children are
one of the most neglected lot by the society.
They suffer for no fault of theirs. The
society’s work will never be complete unless
it does its duty towards them. We have taken
up this project as God sent opportunity to
realize our Christian Vocation and message
“Whatever you do to the least of your
brethren, you do unto me”

We had an opportunity to celebrate
our Decennial and 20th Anniversary. In the
20th year we started Computer Data Entry
Centre for the gainful employment of the
Intellectually Disabled Children with the
help of AMBA Bangalore. R & D Centre
was established to help us to understand the
various aspects of Intellectual Disability in
collaboration with MAHE Manipal. Manasa
Autism Centre building was constructed
and Autism Centre was inaugurated on
31-05-2022. A full fledged Autism Centre is
functioning with 21 children being trained
by specially trained teachers, Occupational,
Physio, Speech Therapists etc. In our service
towards training and rehabilitating the
intellectually disabled children we have seen
750 children rehabilitated, 22 completing
S.S.L.C. in normal syllabus and 7 winning
medals in the International Olympics.
With a team of dedicated Trustees and
Administrators, selfless Teachers, Staff
and Trainers the Centre is growing from
strength to strength. May it grow to celebrate
Golden, Diamond, Platinum and Centenary
Celebrations in the service of intellectually
disabled children!

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MANASA - REMINISCENCES

Manasa Rehabilitation & Training
Centre has successfully completed it’s
existence of 25 years and is celebrating
Silver Jubilee! Little did we know that the
Centre would develop to this extent and of
immense help to the intellectually disabled
children not only of this area but also of
the neighboring states when we conceived
the idea of setting up of
a full pledged Training :
and Rehabilitation
Centre. The stalwarts of
Catholic Sabha in the
early nineties started
special schools for the
intellectually  disabled
children at Shankerpura,
Shirva and Belman in
association with local
Parishes. These Schools did not have the
required infrastructural facilities to impart
training/rehabilitation to these children.
The experience gained in managing these
schools paved way for the establishment of a
full pledged centre with vocational training
and rehabilitation facilities for the children
to lead a self reliant life.

When the idea of opening the Centre
was conceived we neither had the necessary
funds nor vision to manage the same. But
the ambition of the Catholic Sabha members
especially the executive committee had

no limits. I remember, about 27 years ago
we used to conduct our meetings beneath
the trees of the area of the proposed
Centre. The land we bought at Pamboor
was almost a jungle with wild trees and
reptiles everywhere. The place was leveled
and made construction fit with whatever
little knowledge the founders had about
construction. They
{ were not experts
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. but envisioned
to do something
special  to  the
most neglected
lot of the society
ie.  intellectually
disabled children.
One of the

founders, a Doctor
by Profession oversaw the entire land
leveling and construction work. The other
volunteered to construct the building
without receiving any funds specially in the
initial stages. The third, volunteered to travel
to US.A. and Gulf Countries to mobilize
funds and was successful in mobilizing
significant amount. We had a plan to invest
about Rs 20 lakhs in land and buildings
initially and start the centre. Our main aim
was to integrate the 3 special schools, train
the students and rehabilitate them by giving
vocational training so that they can lead an
independent life.



Fr Augustine MendoncaofShankerpura
serving in Canada helped us in running the
school at shankerpura as well as at Pamboor.
His concern for the intellectually disabled
children and for the organizers who did
something for the betterment of their life

continues even today in spite of his fragile
health.

Fr Jephrin Monis from Germany
through ‘Misereor, ‘Kindermissionwerks’
, other funding agencies and his friends
and well wishers contributed a lot for the
construction and development of the centre.
Our well wishers and patrons from Catholic
Sabha, the Gulf and various other parts of
the world also contributed their might.
Manasa Rehabilitation & Training Centre is
a residential school with hostel facility.

At this juncture, I acknowledge the
contributions of late L.J. Martis, Late
Augustine Gomes, Late B. Monis, Late
Denis D’Silva and Late John Mathias who
were our founder trustees for their hard
work in realizing the Manasa Dream.

I associated myself with the centre
eversince the idea of opening the centre
was conceived in one of the meetings of
Catholic Sabha, Shirva Varado. Those days
I was an active member of Catholic Sabha.
Dr. Edward Lobo drew me towards Catholic
Sabha in the early 90%s.

I have seen Manasa growing from
strength to strength all these 25 years and
reaching the present level. I am extremely
happy and feel blessed to witness the Silver
Jubilee Celebrations. The Centre has not
only been identified as a learning/training
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centre but also a pilgrimage centre. The
visitors believe that their wishes are fulfilled
by the prayers of the inmates. Those who
visit the centre first time make sure that
they visit for the second with family and
donate something either in cash or kind.
The grateful expression on the face of the
visitors is to be seen to be believed.

College students and their various
associations visit this place quite often
and conduct several activities/games and
entertain the inmates. MSW students of
MAHE Manipal have chosen the centre as
their place for fieldwork. Many groups of
various church organizations and voluntary
service organizations like Rotary and the
Lions visit the centre and spend quality time
with the students and also help maintain the
centre.

Manasa Rehabilitation and Training
Centre is an institution of its kind managed
by a dedicated service minded team of 15
Trustees and served by 36 Teaching and non
teaching staff. Our institution has attained
fame not only local and state level but also
National and International levels.

Team Manasa is striving hard to realize
the vision of the Trust to create a better
world around us and provide training
for respectful co existence of neglected
ones and the Mission to facilitate Special
Children towards a happy and self reliant
life by creating conducive  conditions
through education, training, employment

opportunities ,welfare and social security.
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UNDERSTANDING INTELLECTUAL DISABILITY

FROM THE MSW STUDENT'S PERSPECTIVE

My first visit to Manasa Rehabilitation
and Training Centre, Pamboor was a eye-
openingevent,overwhelmed with emotional
and emphathy towards them. Although I
was aware of Intellectual Disabilities (ID)
but never had a chance to work closely with
the ID students, associated teachers and the
school management.

My 5 months field work in Manasa
School was a great learning experience and
also had many opportunities to interact
with their parents and understanding their
challenges and preparedness to rehabilitate
their children.

The teachers were kind, encouraging
and knowledgeable, educating and training
the students. Their patience of a monk and
the perseverance in making the students
abled is indeed a commendable effort.

The Physio therapy, Speech therapy,
Occupational therapy and MSW trainees do
a great work in building the capacity of the
students. There were many occasions where
the MSW trainees stepped in as a translator
between the fellow paramedical trainees
and assisted them as well the students in
carrying out their therapy session.

Manasa School was heading for Silver
Jubilee in the year 2022. As a part of it
MSW trainees had great responsibilities in
volunteering the District Level Sports Meet

Competition as well as to train the fellow
students of Manasa school for the upcoming
sports competition and march past. Finally
the District level Sports competition was
conducted on 3rd Nov 2022. Similarly,
MSW trainees had volunteered the School
Day on 25th Nov 2022.

There were regular cultural events in
the campus such as celebrating Birthdays,
Anniversaries, Festivals and that brought a
great joy to the students and they felt being
loved and cared by the people around.

It brought us immense joy when we
could observe the positive development
among the students with continuous
training and monitoring. Craft making,
drawing, song/poem

excited the students.

The MSW trainees were also the part of
some of the meetings with the management
of Manasa school and our ideas and
feedback were valued and appreciated.

While dealing with ID, the major
challenge faced by the ID children and their
family is the lack of access to the support
which
specialised educational & training centres,

and services includes modern
well qualified and trained special teachers,
integration of community based services to
cater to the need of ID children and their

parents. However, the fact still remains that



there is alack of awareness on ID throughout
India despite the explosion of internet and
social media. The lack of awareness often
leads to delay/failure in diagnosing ID, its
treatment/rehabilitation which ofen leads
to discrimination at all levels resulting in
marginalization and taking a toll in their
physical and mental health.

Being a parent of ID can be very
challenging and emotionally draining.
Emotions such as guilt, sadness, frustration,
hopelessness etc often lingers around.
Raising an ID child often requires dedicated
time, attention and patience in providing
love, necessary support such as educational,
vocational and healthcare to make them
independent and capable. As the awareness
on ID is gaining the momentum, it is
important for the family members to seek
out the support from community leaders
and professionals that can cater the needs of
ID children.

Few steps that can bring notable change
and help among the ID children and their
family members.

o Learning more about specific
Intellectual disability condition: Each
child with an intellectual disability
is unique and may have different
needs. Parents should learn as much
as they can about their child’s specific
condition and how it is affecting them.

« Encourage independence: Children
with intellectual disabilities need more
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support, but it is still important to
encourage them be independent. This
will help them to develop self-esteem
and a sense of accomplishment.

Create a structured environment:
Children with intellectual disabilities
often Dbenefit from a structured
environment. Parents should establish
routines and schedules to help their
child feel more secure.

Focus on strengths: Children with
intellectual disabilities often have
strengths and abilities that are
overlooked. Parents should focus on
these strengths and help their child to
develop them.

Seek support: Raising a child with
an intellectual disability can be
challenging. Parents should seek
out support from other families,
organizations, and professionals to help
them cope with the unique challenges
they face.

Communication and patience: Having
clear communication with your child
and being patient with them when they
don’t understand or respond to your
instructions is important.

Above all they need your love and
prayers, and not guilt and sadness.
